Fis for frog. Cane toad is a gigantic frog.
Itis very large in size and eats many native toads and lizards. It is poisonous and
emits a stinging venom from behind the ears. Be careful to stay away from it.

Gis for Giant African snail.
It likes to appear on rainy days. It eats a lot of crops. It is so fertile that it causes
a considerable impact on agriculture.

His for Hemiptera.
Pear psylla is a kind of Hemiptera. It is super small, with light yellow-green or brown

with black markings. They may cause fungus and end up killing pear trees.
